Partners and Collaborators Information 

Chancellor’s Office

The Chancellor heads the UC Berkeley campus and oversees six divisions: budget & finance, business and administrative services, capital projects, research, undergraduate affairs, and university relations. In April 2003 Chancellor Berdahl convened the SARS Task Force under the direction of Vice Chancellor John Cummins to plan and prepare for the challenges presented by the SARS outbreaks.

Center for Infectious Disease Preparedness

The UC Berkeley Center for Infectious Disease Preparedness located in the School of Public Health is one of 19 Academic Centers for Public Health Preparedness funded by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention [CDC]. Its mission is to educate and train frontline public health staff to detect, investigate, and respond to infectious disease threats through collaborative learning, continuous training, evaluation, and research.

University Health Services

The UC Berkeley University Health Services [UHS] provides comprehensive campus health services to eligible faculty, staff and students of the University of California, Berkeley and students of Mills College.  On site services include primary and specialty medical services, counseling, sports medicine, occupational health, and health promotion. UHS also provides a variety of community health / outreach services in a number of areas. The UHS Public Health Response Team will play a critical role to coordinate the multiple operational responsibilities associated with responding to an infectious disease emergency.  This includes identification and medical care of affected patients, close work with public health officials for exposure investigation and surveillance, case monitoring, outreach to U.C. Berkeley affiliated colleges, schools, departments, laboratories and classrooms, etc.  UHS will collaborate with campus leaders to meet ongoing and emerging campus needs in the event of an infectious disease public health emergency.

Office of Public Affairs

The UC Berkeley Office of Public Affairs mission is to enhance communications and relationships with UC Berkeley’s many constituents. These include faculty, staff, students, alumni, donors, parents, visitors, the media, industry, research sponsors, other educators, and the general public, and government leaders at all levels. Public Affairs provides feedback to the university from these many audiences.

Residential and Student Service Programs

The UC Berkeley Residential and Student Service Programs [RSSP] provide on-campus housing, dining, and related services for registered students at the University of California, Berkeley. Leadership and staff from RSSP programs will provide critical support in the event of an infectious disease related public health emergency facing the campus.  This includes identification and establishment of appropriate isolation and quarantine facilities, 24 hour / 7-day per week access to these units, facilitation of food service needs; and attendance to other services essential for activities of daily living. Campus and community public health officials will coordinate with RSSP leadership and staff to signal the need for isolation / quarantine units, and facilitate required medical monitoring of affected individuals as appropriate.

Office of Environment Health & Safety

The UC Berkeley Office of Environment, Health & Safety [EH&S] provides technical expertise, consulting assistance, and other services regarding existing environmental, health and safety practices and regulations. Working in collaboration with campus public health officials, EH&S will play several important roles in the event of an infectious disease public health emergency.  EH&S emergency response staff are trained and equipped with the necessary protective equipment, and vehicles to provide transportation when required. They have established procedures to transport suspected SARS patients to designated isolation and quarantine facilities. In addition, EH&S is responsible to fit test personal protective respirator masks for designated public health response individuals (health care providers, patient transportation staff, etc.). They also review and approve disinfection procedures for contractors and campus employees involved with cleaning isolation and quarantine facilities.  

UC Police Department

The UC Berkeley Police Department [UCPD] provides comprehensive public safety services for the UC Berkeley campus and surrounding area.  These include 24 hour, 7 day per week officer patrol services, campus security services, emergency response, disaster preparedness responsibilities, crime prevention, and investigation.  In the event of a significant public health emergency related to infectious disease, UCPD will provide a number of important services. If contacted, UCPD Dispatch will provide a key communication role to access appropriate campus officials for activation and response. Assessment and implementation of protective security may be needed at isolation or quarantine sites. During a public health outbreak of SARS, the campus may require coordination with UCPD Emergency Preparedness Coordinators and the established incident command structure.

City of Berkeley Public Health Division
The City of Berkeley Public Health Division [BCHD] provides local jurisdictional leadership and authority through the Public Health Officer in identification, response and overall management of a local public health emergency related to infectious disease.  They will collaborate with the UC Berkeley campus leadership and staff in management of an infectious disease public health emergency.  This will include leadership with case identification, contact investigation, surveillance, medical monitoring, and enforcement of isolation and quarantine measures. The public health department works with local medical providers, officials with Alameda County, the State Department of Health Services, the Governor's Office of Emergency Services, and the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention to research infectious diseases and develop appropriate response plans.

Alta Bates Summit Medical Center

Alta Bates Summit Medical Center includes two acute care hospitals; one in Berkeley (Alta Bates) and one in Oakland (Summit), each providing 24 hour per day emergency, in-patient and critical care services. Patients affiliated with UC Berkeley, (including visitors) are frequently referred to this hospital for evaluation, emergency, and in-patient medical care. Proximity to the campus and 24 hour per day service provides timely access for patients needing care. Patients with infectious disease conditions such as SARS may be evaluated and hospitalized at either of these facilities. The Alta Bates Summit Medical Center Infection Control Department participated in the development of the UC Berkeley SARS Prevention and Response Plan and will coordinate closely with campus and community public health officials in the event a patient meets the CDC SARS case classification and is evaluated or admitted to the hospital. 

Sutter Health Urgent Care Center

The Sutter Health Urgent Care Center provides after hours (evenings and weekend) urgent care services at its office in Oakland. University patients are often referred to this community urgent care center when University Health Services (UHS) is closed. Clinicians at the Sutter Health Urgent Care Center will notify campus and public health officials if a patient meeting the CDC SARS case classification is evaluated at their facility.

California Department of Health Services

The California Department of Health Services [CDHS] conducts disease control efforts using public health surveillance, epidemiology, laboratory analysis, and public health information dissemination. CDHS works in partnership with the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention [CDC], local health departments, health care providers, and the media in a statewide effort to address infectious disease public health threats such as SARS.

In the event of an infectious disease public health emergency such as SARS, the CDHS will perform a number of critical functions. These include timely communication to health care providers, the general public and the media; daily coordination with the CDC; access to public health and infectious disease expertise; laboratory testing; assistance with case identification, isolation and quarantine, and policy guidelines.

Other Community Health Providers

Faculty, staff, students and visitors to the UC Berkeley campus community access health care services at a number of other locations within the community, based upon personal choice and/or health insurance considerations. These may include primary care providers or specialists in private practice or established medical groups, or other hospitals and health care systems (e.g. UC San Francisco, Kaiser, Alameda County Medical Center Highland Hospital, etc.). Effective professional education will assure that health care providers at community institutions are able to detect SARS, implement appropriate isolation and report cases to public health authorities.

UC Berkeley will rely on collaboration and communication with community health providers, institutions, and public health officials to effectively respond to potential public health threats caused by SARS.
