Team Roles and Responsibilities
SARS Team Roles and Responsibilities Checklist

1. 
UCB Chancellor's Office

· SARS Task Force leadership and direction.

2. 
SARS Public Health Workgroup
· Meet to prepare (educate, train, and order supplies, etc.) for a possible threat/outbreak 
within the University community.

· Follow up meetings will be arranged to maintain preparedness and respond appropriately. 

· Continue to monitor the situation through the CDC website and public health authorities.

UCB Center for Infectious Disease Preparedness

· Provide consultative expertise to the SARS Public Health Response Working Group.
4. 
UCB University Health Services 

· Adopt CDC Surveillance guidelines, and precautions for patient screening, healthcare 
workers and infrastructure issues.

· Monitor global outbreaks and provide relevant updates on current status of cases,

research findings, and treatment recommendations.

· Evaluate eligible patients at the Tang Center during business hours. 

· Refer for additional diagnostic testing, emergency room evaluation, or hospitalization as 
appropriate.

· Contact EH&S for transport during normal business hours.

· Provide general and SARS-specific health education.

· Activate the shelter accommodation protocol if isolation indicated.

· Disinfect UHS patient screening and examination areas

· Contact and report to the Berkeley City Health Department immediately upon patients 
meeting any of these classifications: SARS RUI-1, SARS RUI-2, SARS RUI-3, SARS 
RUI-4, or Probable case of SARS CoV. 

· Report to CHDS individuals meeting any SARS RUI or SARS CoV probable case 
definition.

· UHS investigator and BCHD staff will rapidly identify individuals who had close contact 
with a SARS case, notify them about exposure, and provide education and advice about 
symptoms, as per protocol for asymptomatic individuals. Symptomatic contacts will be 
promptly evaluated and followed per appropriate protocol.

· Assist with academic support: to enable the student to keep up with classes.
· Counseling and Psychological Services will be available to the student upon request. 
· Assist BCHD with contact investigation, beginning immediately (within 1 working day) 
upon receipt of case information

· Maintain, revise and update SARS plan

· Ensure adequacy of training/competency of key participants

5. 
Berkeley City Health Department

· Maintain legal authority (Health Officer).

· Responsible for disease surveillance and epidemiologic investigations.

· Assist with access to necessary and appropriate medical care for all cases and contacts. 

· Approve patient to leave UHS and be transported to isolation unit. 

· Responsible for isolation and quarantine agreements and/or orders.

· Public health interventions as necessary.

· Request assistance from the California Department of Health Services as needed.

· Coordinate with adjacent and involved local health jurisdictions.

· Advise SARS Public Health Work Group as needed. 

6.  UCB Public Affairs

· Coordinate media communications. 

· Coordinate and arrange press conferences as needed. 

· Coordinate communications to extended community (parents, alumni, etc.). 

· Coordinate with translators regarding information for the media. 

· Acts as an internal communication link, thru e-mail, public address system, etc.

· Filter SARS related questions. 

· Materials will be reviewed by UHS if there is health-related content. Associate 
Chancellor/ Chief of Staff and Associate Vice Chancellor, Public Affairs will make final 
approvals.

7. 
UCB Residential and Student Service Programs 

· Arrange access to appropriate isolation facilities through existing on-campus housing or 
vendor contracts.

· Set up isolation unit(s), with furnishings and materials as noted in Appendix 14.

· Coordinate food delivery. 

· Arrange for supportive services for student under isolation 

· Arrange for Staff Education on general infection control procedures; use of PPE, signs 
and symptoms of SARS. 

· Clean isolation unit after it is vacated.

· Establish/maintain vendor contracts for decontamination / cleaning of isolation / 
quarantine sites if needed.

8. 
UCB Environment Health and Safety 

· Schedule educational training sessions regarding proper infection control procedures 
during patient transport.

· Transport the patient from UHS to an isolation area, or to a medical facility and back to 
isolation area (using appropriate infection control measures).

· Coordinate environmental disinfection for transportation vehicles.

· Coordinate acquisition of PPE for the campus (masks, etc.).

9. 
UCB Police

· Provide security services as needed or requested.

· Activate and coordinate emergency incident command system as needed.

· Enforce Quarantine. 

· Call for emergency medical transport via 911/Police Dispatch.

· Call EH&S to arrange for transportation of SARS patient (after normal business hours).

10. Alta Bates Summit Medical Center

· Evaluate UHS referrals.
· Hospitalize patients (if required).

· Contact the Berkeley City Health Department immediately if they are evaluating a 
possible SARS case.

· Contact UHS if they are evaluating a UCB affiliated potential SARS case that may have 
self-referred.
11. Sutter Health Urgent Care Clinic

· Evaluate symptomatic individuals after hours

· Contact the Berkeley City Health Department immediately if they are evaluating a 
possible SARS case.

12. California Department of Health Services, Infectious Disease Branch 

· Support local health departments, City of Berkeley and Alameda County.

· Request assistance from the CDC as needed.

13.  The Education Abroad Program Office 

· Monitor current information regarding travel advisories and alerts.

· Maintain contact with UC Office of the President and campus health officials for health 
related policy decisions.
